1-1- Abstract

The abstract appears before the keywords. Abstract must be about 200 words. However, it must be limited between 150 to 200 words. The abstract should clearly state, the objective, results and the conclusion of the work. The important point is that the first page of the article should only contain the title of the article, the author's name and institution and their email, abstract and key words, and the main text of the article should begin with the second page. Articles should be provided in Persian or English and abstracts should be provided in both Persian and English.

1-1-1 Keywords (Times New Roman 11 Bold): maximum of eight keywords separated by “,” .(Times New Roman 11). One blank line below.
1-2- Introduction (Times New Roman 10 bold, left aligned)
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In the introduction, the issue, the importance of the subject, literature and background, the goals and hypotheses of the research should be discussed.

Articles should be submitted in Microsoft Word (2010 or 2007 MS-Word). Writers who use other versions will need to submit their articles in the form provided by this software in a manner that is consistent with the editions mentioned. The main text of the article is presented as a single-post with Times New Roman 10 - single spacing. Type the main titles with Times New Roman 10 -Bold size and sub-titles with Times New Roman 9 -Bold. The page settings should be 2.5 cm from the top of the page and 2.5 cm from the bottom, from the left and right, and the page number spacing to the bottom of the page is 1.5 cm. The first line of each paragraph will be start without a niche and the next paragraphs will be indented 0.5 cm.

The length of the paper with the figures and tables should not be less than 5 pages and not up to 20 pages longer.

Note that the first set of tables don't use any vertical line in the table, second, all terms and phrases, numbers, and so on properly following the fall
1-6- Figures and charts

 Each figure and chart must be specified with a title and number from 1 which shall be mentioned below the figure or chart, center aligned, in Times New Roman 8-bold. The figures must be presented inside the text immediately after their first reference.(Fig. 1) The unit in figures is necessary. All the numbers, quantities, texts and legends inside the figures shall be Times New Roman 8. Each figure or chart shall be separated by one blank line (Times New Roman 10) from the previous and subsequent texts.

1-9- References
References must be mentioned at the end of the text and using APA style. For citation , after the quotes in parentheses, the (author surname, date of publication, page number) comes in. If the work has more than one author, at first load completely and in subsequent loads only cooperator(s) expression is added. Direct quote should be placed inside the quotation mark (" ")
